1. Clubs may enter more than one competitor per competition, only the highest score will go towards the shield.   Maximum of two entries per club per competition, unless stated.  All ‘book in’ competitions are only one entry per club.  One entry per member per competition?tbc.
2. Competitors must be a member of a Young Farmers’ Club, with a CURRENT membership card from County Office. This must be shown at the start of the competition.  Card must have recent photograph and signature on it.

3. All entries to be the competitors’ own unaided work.

4. Entry forms for pre-rally competitions to be returned by Clubs by the date stated on the form.

5. Rally day competitions – Intention to Enter forms (without names) to be returned to County Office before 1st April 2016.  Final alterations must be notified two weeks before Rally.

6. Entry forms, with names of competitors to be in the Rally Office before 10.30am on Rally Day.  

7. Competitors will be required to take part in both parts of a two part competition.

8. All competitors to report to the Competition Steward 15 minutes prior to the official start time.

9. Any competitor or substitute reporting late will be disqualified unless an agreement has been made with the Steward, with the approval of the Judge, before  starting time.

10.  In the interests of hygiene all cookery items are to be covered.

11.  NO EXHIBIT or part is to be removed from its point of display before 4.30pm.  Any club or member not complying with this rule will lose ALL MARKS in that competition.

12.  Judges do not like to disqualify entries, but the following will be in place.

For example – if rules read max size 30cms x 30cms and the item is over this, or it states 6 items to be displayed and only 4 are there, then 0 points should be given for following the ‘per rules’ section (25% of total marks for the competition) on the score sheet, but the rest of the item can be judged and scored.  If however the competition is a National Competition (NC) and the rules have not been followed, then disqualification will apply =  10 points, as would be so if item had gone through to National Final.  All competitions are out of 100 (unless stated for National Competitions). The minimum score for attending and competing is 25 points.  With disqualification being 10 points
13.  All Static competitions must be ready for judging at 11.00am. unless stated in competition rules.

14.  NO EXHIBIT OR ENTRY MAY HAVE ANY DISTINGUISHING CLUB OR MEMBERS NAMES OR EMBLEMS SHOWING BEFORE OR DURING JUDGING UNLESS STATED IN THE RULES. 
 NO CLUB SHIRTS TO BE WORN WHILST COMPETING!
15.  The decision of the Judge is final.

16.  All National Competitions (NC) will follow the rules & marking system (where possible) laid down by NFYFC and can be found on the competitions page of the National website  www.nfyfc.org.uk

17.  Competitions marked NC (National Competition), the winner of the County competition will be asked to represent Wiltshire at the Area or National Final.

Members are asked to note that anyone winning through to a National competition will incur any fines directly for none attendance at the final.  Once National have been notified who the winning entries are from each County or Area, they deal directly with the winning team or competitor and NOT County, so it is your responsibility to give a minimum of two weeks notice if unable to attend.  It would also be nice if you could notify County of you pulling out because the next place team may be keen to compete in a National final in your place and the longer the notice they have the better prepared they can be.

18.  Confirmation of complaints procedure.  Complaints must be taken to Rally Chairman, County Chairman and Chief Steward within 24hrs of discrepancies, unless on Rally Day then as soon as possible after the competition has been judged.  Members are reminded NOT to aggressively confront judges, but a civil discussion with them is usually possible.  Speak to competition steward first if you have a grievance.  Judges usually try to give constructive criticism to assist members in learning where to improve for future events – they are NOT personal criticisms.

a) Competitor will be asked to identify and demonstrate correct application of a variety of commonly used bandage techniques. Ensuring correct tension, direction and materials used.  (Care must be taken to ensure safety of horse and handler throughout).  Bandages will be selected at random on the day from the following list: Stable bandage Exercise bandage Tail bandage 

b) Points of the horse.  Competitor will be asked to label more advanced points of the horse using pre-written adhesive labels on a given horse.

PROCEDURE

The team shall consist of a Chairman, Speaker and Proposer of the Vote of Thanks. 

The procedure will follow that of a normal meeting.

The Chairmen will be introduced to the speaker fifteen minutes before competing.
The Speaker will provide written notes giving the subject chosen and personal background (e.g. school, special interests, YFC membership, Club Offices held, activities within the Club, etc.).  Notes to be written on the card provided and handed to the Chief Steward at the beginning of the competition and will be available for the Chairman and Judges.  Power Point may be used as a visual aid for the Speaker but they are not to be used for the whole speech and can only be used to enhance the speech.  

The Speaker, who will be the guest of another team, will choose his/her own subject.  The Speaker will answer a question put by the Proposer and then a question from the judging panel.  The chairman will invite the judges to put one question to the speaker.
The Proposer, seated in the body of the hall, will take up some point in the Speaker’s address, comment, agree/disagree and ask one pertinent question on the subject of the address. They will give the Vote of Thanks after all questions have been dealt with.

No communication, written or verbal between any of the team members, or the audience, will be permitted, and to do so will result in immediate disqualification.

Competitors may take notes FOR REFERENCE on to the platform as long as these notes are written on POSTCARDS.  Excessive and obvious use of notes will be penalised.  No other reference books or papers may be used by teams while on the platform, except for visual aids intended to add to the understanding of the subject.

PROCEDURE 

The team of three members will be required to read aloud a passage selected and provided by the Judge, in English and in front of an audience.  

The title of the book (including ISBN number) to be used will be notified to each team three weeks prior to the day of the competition. 
The passages to be read will be given to finalists by the Steward on the day of the final.

A draw will be made for the order of appearance prior to the competition.

Competitors have the choice to read from the book or from an electronic device such as a Kindle supplied by the competitor.

The Chairmen to introduce the team and give a brief background about the book. 

Each member of the team (including the Chairman) will be required to read a different passage from the book, but each team will read the same set of passages. 
Teams will be given 30 minutes before they compete to read through the passages with their trainer in the preparation room.  Books are allowed in the preparation room beforehand.   Trainers are allowed into the preparation room.

Any participants requiring reading aids (dyslexia screens, spectacles etc) must provide their own.

For County round = as below but not live in front of judges, but videoed (in a one shot – NO editing) and emailed to County one week prior to judging on 24th January.   Guest speaker will be from your own club for this.

A team shall consist of three (3) members, two (2) of whom must be 21 years of age or 
under and one (1) of whom must be 18 years or age or under on 1 September 2015
The team to present a radio show on “Young Farmers FM” promoting young people, to include two presenters and one guest. 

On the day of the competition the guest will be questioned by two presenters from another team. 10 minutes preparation time will be available for the presenters to meet the guest prior to the start of their radio show.

The presenters are to ask the guest questions on current issues facing young people. Presenters should be particularly conscious that they are presenting to a family audience and discussions that maybe deemed offensive will be penalised.

Guests should be prepared to answer questions reflecting a positive image for young people.

9. Just a Minute (NC = intermediate comp)   (one entry per club)

A team shall consist of FOUR (4) members, 2 under 21 & 2 under 26 for county round on 1 Sept 15
County will appoint a Chairman (Judge), a Score Keeper and a Time Keeper. 

County will send the topics for discussion at the County Round.  This allows panel members to research topics and prepare factual background and comedic content. 

Competitors are NOT ALLOWED any notes or reminder cards when ‘on stage’.

A panel will consist of four members, each drawn from a different team.

The panel will be given one minute to speak on a given subject/topic.

The panel will speak to a total of 4 topics before the scores are computed and announced.

The four panellists are challenged to speak for one minute on a given subject without "repetition, hesitation, or deviation".

•
Repetition - you must try not to repeat yourself. This is only within the given subject. If the subject is lost and you gain it back again you cannot repeat anything you said earlier. You can repeat what someone else has said and you can use any part of the subject as many times as you like. People do slip up on using plurals of a given word again and again however; which is different to the singular word. 

"Repetition" means the repetition of any word or phrase, although challenges based upon very common words such as "and" “is” “or” are generally rejected except in extreme cases. Words contained in the given subject are exempt unless repeated many times in quick succession. Skilful players use (sometimes obscure) synonyms in order to avoid repeating themselves. The term "BBC" can be successfully challenged for repetition of "B".

•
Hesitation - can be difficult to judge, however if they say "erm" that should be a hesitation. It can be difficult when people breathe. But there is a difference between a breath and a longer pause. One place competitors slip up is pausing for laughter. That is hesitation.

"Hesitation" is watched very strictly: a momentary pause before resumption of the subject can give rise to a successful challenge, as can tripping over one's words. Even pausing during audience laughter or applause (known as "riding a laugh") is usually not permitted.

•
Deviation – Is fairly simple apart from if it is an incorrect use of the grammar of a word or word within a subject it is a deviation from the given subject.

"Deviation" means deviating from the subject, but has also been interpreted as "deviating from the English language as we know it", "deviation from grammar as we understand it", deviating from the truth, and sometimes even logic, although often leaps into the surreal is allowed.

· Each of the competitors shall start a topic first. A draw shall be made to determine which order the panellists speak first on each of the 4 topics (e.g. number 1 to start the first topic 1st; number 2 to start the second topic 1st   etc).

· The time keeper starts the clock when the first panel member starts to speak.  When a challenge is made the clock is stopped.  The clock is re-started when the next speaker starts to speak.  Time keeper blows a whistle when 60 seconds is up.

· Panellists should try to challenge the speaker for: Repetition, Hesitation or Deviation 

· A panellist scores a point for making a correct challenge against speaker.  The chairman (judge) will decide if challenge is correct or not and will exercise the benefit of the doubt evenly.

· The speaker gets a point if the challenge is deemed incorrect and then resumes speaking.

· If a witty interjection amuses the audience, even though it is not a correct challenge, at the chairman’s discretion, both the challenger and speaker may gain a point, the speaker then resumes speaking on the subject/topic.

· A panellist who makes a correct challenge takes over the subject for the remainder of the minute, or, until he or she is correctly challenged. 

· speaker scores a point if they are the person speaking when the 60 seconds expires.

· If the speaker speaks for the whole minute without being interrupted or challenged, he/she gains an extra point.  (plus their 1 point for speaking when whistle blows)
· It is unusual for a speaker to speak within the three cardinal rules for any substantial length of time, whilst remaining coherent, and also being amusing. Therefore, to speak for the full minute without being challenged is a special achievement. 

.

Each panel will speak for one minute for each of the 4 topics.

4. Efficiency with Safety

A team shall consist of four members.  Two members of the team must be 21 years of age or under and two members must be 26 years of age or under on 1 September 2015

CERTIFICATES/LICENCES REQUIRED


Tractor Handling:  A UK Driving Licence must be held by competitors operating tractors. 
The licence must show full entitlement for the agricultural vehicle category (F).


ATV Handling: Adequate training must have been completed by the competitor who will 
carry out the ATV task. At the NFYFC final a certificate of competence to show ‘adequate training’ in ATV Handling must be produced.  A copy of the certificate must be handed to the judges on the day of the competition. 

A Certificate of Competence for ATV's, issued by City & Guilds NPTC is more than acceptable evidence of ‘adequate training’.  However, a certificate issued by another training provider will also be accepted.  The most basic level of certificate which will be accepted is called an EASI (European All-Terrain Vehicle Safety Institute) certificate; which is available from most reputable ATV dealers. It should be noted that the EASI certificate is very much a dealer short induction course - a basic operators course designed to familiarise the operator with all the controls and operating procedures, which includes elements of safety. Whilst it ticks the box of ‘adequate training’, it should not be viewed as a replacement for a City & Guilds type course. 

[Under the Provision and Use of Work Equipment Regulations 1998 (PUWER) there is a legal requirement that “adequate training”, including the use of any towed equipment or attachments, be undertaken by those riding ATV’s.  The Health and Safety Executive (HSE) regards training provided by recognised training providers as “adequate” for the purposes of PUWER].

First Aid:  At least one member of the team must hold a current first aid certificate of either the British Red Cross, St John Ambulance or an alternative nationally recognised body.  The certificate must be no more than 3 years old.  A copy of the certificate must be handed to the competition judges on the day of each round of the competition.
EQUIPMENT

1 x Loader tractor (approx 100 hp with attached forks suitable for task 1)  

1 x Tractor (approx 150 hp suitable for task 2)

1 x Tractor (approx 100 hp suitable for task 3)

1 x Flat bed trailer  (Suitable for task 1) 

1 x Power Harrow (approx 3 metres) 

1 x ATV & Trailer (sit astride ATV “quad bike” type)

PROCEDURE

The team shall appoint a leader who will undertake the duties of a foreman. In addition to his/her foreman duties, they must also carry out one of the tasks.

Competitors to provide their own tools.  All equipment must be returned to its original place after completion of each task.

TASK 1

Team Member is required to carry out daily maintenance and safety checks on a loader tractor with forks attachment and flat bed trailer prior to the commencement of the task.  The competitor is to carry out a verbal risk assessment with the judge on the task they will be completing.

Competitor to attach the forks to the loader and load the flat bed trailer with eight, one tonne bags of suitable contents.  Once the trailer is loaded, secure the load and attach the tractor to the trailer and drive for a distance directed by the Judge. Return the tractor and trailer to the start, detach the trailer and unload the load to the original position.  Detach the fork from the tractor.
TASK 2

Team member is required to carry out the daily maintenance and safety check on a tractor with power harrow prior to the commencement of the task.  The competitor is to carry out a verbal risk assessment with the judge on the tasks they will be completing.

Hitch the tractor to the power harrow ready for work.  The competitor is then required to change 4 tines. Once the changes have been made, to the satisfaction of the judge, the competitor will be required to take the tractor and power harrow to the field and set or adjust ready for work.  Return the tractor and power harrow to their original positions, including unhitching.

TASK 3

Team member is to carry out tasks on a ‘cold’ tractor which has several faults that need to be identified by the team member. The competitor will be required to answer judges questions. This tractor will be separate from the one used in Task 1 and Task 2.  Competitor will be requested to remove the cab air filter on the tractor and clean as necessary, and replace the filter. 

TASK 4

Team member is required to carry out daily maintenance and safety checks on an sit astride ATV prior to commencement of task.   The competitor is to carry out a verbal risk assessment with the judge on the task they will be completing.

The competitor is required to drive an ATV through a ‘set’ course as instructed by the judge, this will involve hitching and loading a trailer.  

All competitors must take into account Health and Safety at all times.  Correct personal protective equipment must be worn.  Safe start and safe stop procedures must be adhered to.

FIRST AID

During the course of the practical exercise, a mock farm accident will be staged.  Teams will be informed when the accident happens; the Farm Foreman must then decide which of his team members shall deal with the situation.  It is expected that there will be by-standers who may be questioned regarding the accident.  The First Aid Judge will indicate when the casualty has been satisfactorily dealt with and when the member or members may recommence work.

Knowledge of elementary First Aid is necessary, but in no case will competitors be expected to render assistance further than instructed in the Joint First Aid Manual of St. John Ambulance and The British Red Cross (available from WH Smith or other large bookshops).  The Highway Code and Farm Safety Regulations must be applied at all times.  If in the opinion of the Judges a competitor is undertaking a Task in a way likely to endanger them or others; the competitor will be stopped and the danger brought to his attention.  The competitor will be expected to correct the matter and then continue with the Task.

A team shall consist of three members, one member shall be 21 years or under on                       1 September 2015 and two members shall be 26 years or under on 1 September 2015

HEALTH & SAFETY – ESSENTIAL READING/ACTION FOR ALL COMPETITORS

It is essential that all competitors read the Health and Safety Executive’s guidance paper concerning fencing and note is taken of the safe working practices and protective clothing equipment that is recommended.

The Health and Safety Executive guidance paper ‘Fencing’ (AFAG104) can be downloaded from the NFYFC website.  

PROCEDURE

The team will be required to erect approximately 13.5m of sheep netted fence with one strand of plain mild steel wire on the bottom of the netting and one strand of plain mild steel wire on the top of the netting (wire spacing to be determined by the competitors).  A join in the netting should be made by hand (no gripples) where shown on the diagram. Box strainers should be constructed as shown on the diagram, at both ends of the fence and plain wire should be used to help support the second post as shown below. Approximately half way along the fence, it should turn at a 45° angle.  At this point two struts should be used to support the corner post.

· Hand tools only will be allowed and the teams themselves must provide these.  No powered tools or chain saws are allowed. Teams to Note: All tools and equipment used must be fit for purpose and be in good condition, well maintained and safely operated by members of the team at all times.  Judges hold the power to stop the use of tool/piece of equipment if, in their view, it is not safe to use or is being handled/used in an unsafe manner.

· Competitors are not allowed to shorten any of the posts.

· The Judge reserves the right to inspect any strut following completion of the task.

· All teams are required to dismantle their fence later in the day.

· Clearing the ground – teams are required to clear away all debris and any off-cuts of wire etc should not be put down the postholes.  Bring your own receptacles for this purpose.  

· The team are required to give a written risk assessment/method statement to the Chief Steward/Judges immediately prior to the competition start (template on NFYFC rules).

· The Judge’s decision will be final.
